Bridge Builders hosts this free event to educate the public about the different cultures in Anchorage. 

Over 30 cultural booths are set up with displays from individual communities and staffed with cultural 

representatives to greet visitors and explain their customs, traditions, costumes and values. Many 

booths have activities such as calligraphy demonstrations, games, or origami (paper folding). 

Attendees are given a “passport” at the entrance that has an entry from each culture explaining customs 

and traditions; as visitors stop by each table, that culture’s passport page is stamped with a symbol 

from that culture. Ethnic entertainment is featured throughout the day, offering music and dance while 

people get to know their neighbors.
